Clinical

e Provide case management services, including information and referral to individual,
couples, and families.

e Provide therapy services to individuals, couples, and families, including group
sessions and crisis intervention as needed and as determined by Interim Director of
Helping.

e Implement the Financial Assistance Program by providing financial assistance to
families in need and maintaining the records for this program.

e Implement the Food Pantry program, including intakes and food distribution

Memory Café, Clinical Connections, Hanukkah Sponsor a Family, Care Partner
Support program

e Assist with Holiday Gift Bag Program with the Volunteer Program Manager
